	Suggested Changes in Current Policy

	1) The only reason why I am not in favor for such a harsh punishment in cheating is because I was wrongly accused of cheating on a homework assignment. This 10 point assignment was going to cause me my whole grade in the class for something that I didn't even do. However, if I had done it. I would expect this kind of punishment on cheating in an exam not a 10 point homework assignment. I was even willing to give up my 10 point before getting an F for something I didn't do. Now the teacher is going to be keeping an eye out on me and missing out on the "real" cheaters who copy homework from other people that have already taken the class. (I've only heard that some people do this in my class so I won't report something that I haven't seen for myself.) 2) Teachers should set guidelines from the beginning of the class, on working together on homework assignments. (I know that it is individual work but sometimes concepts are hard to understand and sometimes going over it with someone else helps.) 3) Teachers should also clarify how they want answers, that come from the book, to be stated (paraphrased or word for word).

	A little more clarification in plagarism, having transferred in from La Sierra, it seems like teachers don't really make an effort to check here, and it's not a big deal. Especially with research papers, i need to know that it is important for me to cite my sources. If i don't have to, then i'm just wasting my time.

	A unified policy for all departments would be good to have. Student involvement through SA Senate seems very appropriate/necessary to me. However, to expect the system of the honor code to work, I think, is absurd. It's not that most students don't think that cheating is a big deal (this survey may prove me wrong) but most students don't care enough about apprehending other students. Personally, I would not want to waste my time on a panel of students whose sole purpose is to punish cheaters. Secondly, I would be amazed, and find it ridiculous, if the faculty allowed this. All of the student committees that exist have very little power to do anything, except spend some money. Southern has set up a system which gives the image of student involvement/leadership but does very little to actually foster real student led change. The faculty don't even believe that students at Southern are able to handle their own spiritual lives, why would it be acceptable for us to handle our academic integrity?

	All papers in every class should be required to be turned in to turnitin.com or some similar service. It seems like way to promote academic integrity that does not add much more work for the student or teacher, so it is a win win (except for cheaters). Only a few classes I have taken use this service regularly, and I think it is very useful. I don't think most students actually copy a whole paper from another souce but I think it is not uncommon for people to paraphrase without citing.

This is somewhat distracting and intimidating (and sometimes makes me nervous), but it would decrease cheating.

	I think teachers should change their assignments and quizzes more often. It would significantly cut back on cheating.

	I think that cheating is a problem that many people don't take seriously enough, however I think a great deal of it could be alleviated by making students feel more prepared for exams and also by teaching good study skills, test taking skills, and note taking skills (perhaps through a mandatory freshman orientation class). I don't think it should be up to students to report other students, but rather that professors should be responsible for controlling cheating by making their own exams or changing exams frequently as well as giving multiple forms of an exam each time.

	I think that in certain classes there is way too much copying of homework. Although I don't feel that it is the obligation or concern of students to report other students specifically (naming names), it is important to identify the methods that people are using to cheat so that these methods can be eliminated.

	I think that Southern already has a pretty good support of academic integrity which is shown through the classes and professors. I believe that maybe students should be a bit more active in this process; however, I myself, just concentrate on my studies than look at others if they are doing their work fairly. If one cheats, that person is really cheating themselves. Grades are just a part of what you are. Academic integrity builds character, moral, and values. Maybe students should consider academic integrity in a little bit higher importance but other than that, I think that it is pretty well emphasized as it is of now. 

	I think that students need to be more accountable for reporting cheating. I know that it does go on and a lot of times students don't want to cause a problem so they just ignore it. I also think that students need to be educated better on the process of reporting cheating and its consequences.

	I think the policies are pretty fair. I think students should have a more active role and be encouraged to report cheating by a way that could be anonymous and fair. 

	I think the policies regarding academic integrity should be made more clear. If students feel strongly enough to something about this, they should do what they want. If not, I believe it is primarily up to Southern administration.

	I think the role of the student should not be to serve as a watchdog for everyone around. If that was the case, then half the class would be watching the others in the classroom when an exam is taking place. The role of the student should be keeping their eyes on their own test and make the best out of the thousands of dollars that are spent at Southern. 

	I think the teachers should give assignments two weeks ahead of time, and not just a few days or a week, in consideration to those students who take on many credit hours, and who work and have families or other responsabilities as well. 

	I think there should be a very strict honor code here at SAU. I also think that if a student sees someone else cheating that they should report it immediatlely to the teacher. A person should recieve whatever grade they really earn, not on how sneaky they can be.

	I think they do a good job. I do think that if a teacher assigns an online quiz or test, it should be open book because you should make the temptation for the student as little as possible for them to succeed.

	I think we should support it, its a Christian thing to do. Students should play the biggest role, since they are the ones doing it.

This is not taught much as a way of life anymore, and we should somehow learn to be honest at some point in our lives. College is the last chance that adults have to greatly impact our lives in a formal setting, and I think every effort should be made to create in us a sense of honor and integrity that does not have to be mandated by rules. 

	I worked as an English grader and found that students don't know how to paraphrase. Most students' citations are also very weak. I've heard from friends that students cheat regularly in religion classes. Another one of my friends had a girl offer give her a crib card when she was done with it. It goes on. I think detection is poor, and even though the teachers talk big, most won't do much about it unless you are caught actively cheating on a test or turning in someone else's paper. I've heard that other students can hold each other responsible, I don't know how that would work here. Students don't like to be thought of as finks. However, if applied right, it could work.

	I would like a more concrete set of steps as to what to do if we witness cheating. An honor code that penalized people who knew about cheating and did not report it with the same punishment as the student who cheated in the first place. Peers can discourage cheating by stopping it as it is witnessed.

	I would like the Professors to address the issue of honesty and explain the school's stance and disciplinary responce to it.

	I would like to see a system in place that would hold students responsible for cheating at Southern. Students should strongly influence any creation of new policies. 

	I would like to see easier courses that have mercy on freshmen that just entered college. Maybe they would see less cheating rates if exams or homework assignments were not as challenging.

	I would like to see more academic integrity on the teacher's part. I would like to see the teachers teach what they are going to test on or at least spend more time explaining that material. I have taken classes that the teachers tell you exactly what you should study for a test and most students do very well. I have taken other classes that the teachers are very vague on test material. I have had responses, "You need to know it all", or "study the notes, but you are responsible for the text as well". One teacher particularly gives out study questions with page numbers to help find the answers, however, the page numbers are for an edition used in previous years that we do not have access to. I have never cheated on a test, quiz, paper, etc, however, I do understand why some would try.

	I would like to see more student concerned about proper citation methods, and what it means to plagiarize. Within my disciplines, ideas are our currency. So when you take someone's ideas without giving them credit, you are actually stealing their wallet. 

	I would like to see Southern acknowledge this in a more up front way and work with the students as a team to promote a safe, respectful environment

	I would like to see Southern's faculty be more alert to the problems in the classroom. A lot of faculty are very aware to the cheating that takes place but there should still be more done about this topic. I would like to see an Honor Code instilled at Southern but as evidence by some of the papers I have graded I'm not sure some of these students are ready to be honest. I would also like to see more teachers move to creating several exams- so students will not be faced with the opportunity to cheat. I believe, however, in order to create an atmosphere where students don't cheat the faculty need to make their departments more respectable. For instance, the members of the school of nursing are less likely to cheat because of the high level of respect each student has for their fellow class members, as well as the amount of respect the community places on this program. Students should respect their hard work and the reputation of the school enough to report those who are not being honest.

	I'd say it generally never happens in the Nursing dept, esp. in the AS program with it's computerized testing and non-essay assignments. I'm not sure about other departments. Therefore, from my perspective students have integrity, and there is already saftey nets in place to prevent any stray behavior. Students and teachers have a good working relationship.

	If Southern feels it necessary to improve upon academic integrity, it is the sole responsibility of the teachers and administrators to see to this: through smaller class-size, utilization of websites to catch plagiarism, and the maintaining of high academic standards. Students should never be expected or encouraged to monitor their peers; the academic honesty of others is a responsibilty I am entirely unwilling to accept, particularly when it is largely the result of teacher apathy, or a class of fifty or sixty students that's too large to be properly watched.

	I'm not really sure how things actually go when people cheat, since I've never done it. But the policies seem fair. Other students shouldn't be held accountable for when they see minor forms of cheating, but if they see major forms, it's still hard to say whether or not they should turn it in. It is up to a student to be honest if he or she cheats.

	In a school with thousands of students, Professors should not ask students to hold to issues of integrity with homework if integrity cannot be verified by the Professor. This puts honest students to a disadvantage. College is college, and controlled, verifiable means should be used to evaluate.

	In many classrooms, especially in buildings where classes are stuffed into rooms nearly too small for them (Summerour is what I'm thinking of) it is extremely difficult to protect your exams from cheating eyes from all angles, and having to think about it constantly is distracting during the test. I'd support going as far as letting students spread out into two classrooms for an exam in such situations so it would be harder for cheaters to catch a glimpse.

	I've been fairly satisfied with Southern's academic integrity. But then again, I or my friends and peers have had no problems with cheating, that I know of... I think the students should be responsible in reporting incidents of cheating, no matter who it is. 

	I've never confronted any big cheating issues. It has never been a problem with me or my classes, so as far as I can tell, the system works alright now. Though, I question the role that other students play. If I saw another student cheating and considered the cheating very serious - something that could even affect me and my grade - I might say something about it. But if it's trivial or moderate cheating, I won't likely say anything and "rock the boat." Perhaps it would help to have an anonymous way of reporting cheating. As it is, I don't know of any way except to send the professor a letter or visit the professor, and that isn't confidential. An anonymous way would take pressure off of me if I happened to see someone cheating. But there would have to be some cross-examination as well, because if professors didn't investigate, it could turn into something where a student who didn't like another student might falsely accuse that student of cheating. That wouldn't be good.

	Make the exams more representative of the info covered... make it more clear what is the most inportant part of information covered and then make sure that is part of the test to the degree it was stressed. Both of these methods should be adopted by other professors to help minimize the occurrences of cheating during exams.

	Set the system up so that students are treated like adults and thus are trusted as far as any other adult is. This school is not for the parents. I believe that professors and graders may catch many cheaters, but without proper reactions, this just teaches them to become more sophisticated at it. It is the same sort of situation that you find cropping up in ex-Communist countries. Their police states only trained their populace to be better criminals. If students are never trusted in the beginning, they can never excercise responsibility. Southern may decrease the rate of cheating by: cutting down on busy work (students don't feel it worth their time), be clear about what is expected (some teachers provide busy work that involves wrote copying (with no clear discussion about proper citation), have professors talk to the students to see if they are grasping the subject matter (many cheaters are not caught because professors don't talk to their students, also this provides some feedback which may help the professor cover those topics before tests occur), teach the rules in a manner that students may understand their purpose-maybe even providing a clear method that allows students to change rules (when people understand and agree with rules, they don't have a reason to not support them, vague reasons and strong threats are not the answer in higher education). There must be certain rules put in place so that academic standards are still high (e.g. strong tests), but there must be more emphasis in converting students to an ideal rather than only enforcing external observance.

	Being that we are a christian school we should consult the scriptures on this and every matter. I would probably not report another student cheating because personally that is between that person and God but I think that we should take the advice given in the Bible. If I had a problem with seeing someone cheating in my class, I would talk to them afterward about it. I would let them know that it's not only unfair to others but I am also concerned about them (letting them know that they are only cheating themselves). I think that after this I would consult a counselor or a chaplain about ways that I can confront this person if they continue to do it. Then if the behavior still persist I would give the teacher a general warning about an anonymous person cheating so that they can give a look out. I don't think it's fair when other students cheat on exams but I still would not tell on the person. Maybe they have a "valid" reason for doing it (ex. outside pressures to get a good grade or graduate on time, having a hard time in the class, works to many hours, depression making it difficult to focus on learning, etc.) Teachers should consider these factors before handing out harsh punishments. 	Cheating on tests is serious and the student caught cheating should be dismissed from the course without refund, and then monitored (individually set aside from the rest of his/her classmates) while taking his/her tests in his/her other classes (for that academic year).

	I remember this issue this year where a cheat sheet was passed around from a TA and many students including myself took the lab test cheat sheet and copied it. I had a question about whether this was cheating so i looked it up in the Doing Honest Work book for Southern Connections which showed me that this was okay, but I wasn't sure so I asked my teacher, who told me that it wasn't allowed.

	I reported some of my fellow nursing students, who I saw cheating during a mental health test, to the teacher. As far as I know nothing was done but I still heard them telling eachother answers during quizzes throughout the rest of the mental health class (1/2 semester long). I know these same people were reported for cheating during Fundamentals the semester before and i don't understand if they keep being reported why no type of reprimand is done. I don't want them to be my nurses if they're cheating their way through school. Yikes!

	I think cheating on quizzes should be addressed, I think it happens more often than anything else because students don't view it as a big deal.

	i think it does need to be made a little more clear. everybody knows that cheating is wrong, but alot of people dont know the specifics of certain forms of cheating, like plagiarism. 

	I think students don't consider it a very big deal

	I think students don't think of it as much as they should. They simply need to be made more aware of cheating. 

	I think that Southern should have a board of students and a few faculty/administrators (primarily students) that handle cases of cheating. I believe that students would be less likely to cheat if they knew that they would be tried by their peers. 

	I think that the descriptions above are too general. Things like copying homework, or getting homework answers can have different implications, depending on which class you are in. If you have a class that requires you to complete a process for your homework, I don't see a problem with looking at someone elses homework to understand yours. In that case, you may end up writing the same thing as your classmate but you also have an understanding that will help you when test time comes. As far as tests go, it also depends on whether or not you must complete a process (as in math or music theory or other science classes) or if it is multiple choice (as in nursing). Those tests requiring a process don't need to be changed nearly so often, because they require an understanding of the material. I do think multiple choice tests should be changed more often. Incidentally, I am currently teaching a class in one of the departments here, giving me a different perspective on this topic. For the class I'm teaching, I don't mind if the students work together. I would like them to work alone on quizzes but on homework, I really don't mind if they work together. My observation is that most students who want to learn will try their best to learn the material. And if working together helps them, then that is fine with me. Those students who don't have the desire to learn won't put the effort into their work, and even if they cheat, they won't get good grades. So they are, in a way, punishing themselves. 

	I think that the problem isn't the form of punishment but rather that it is so inconsistant because there are many people who cheat who get away with it and will continue to do so. Maybe if there was better ways of detecting cheating it would be more consistant

	I think that the types of assessment at Southern are focused on what is called, "teaching to the test." General instruction, lectures, and quizzes and tests are focused much on details, names, dates, and facts rather than on concepts, understanding, and dominance of a topic. There is also not much either knowledge or implementation, especially in the sciences, of different learning styles, and their affect on performance during score-oriented exams. There needs to be more focus on competency-based education over all the departments.

	I think that there are other more important things to pay attention to for students at Southern. While cheating can have severe consequences on one's character, if someone cheats, it is likely that there are other issues he/she is dealing with that are probably higher on the "list." Family issues? Relationship issues? Addictions? Working many hours to pay for school, or care for family, etc. All these take time and effort and distract a student from his/her homework and studies. This leaves them more inclined to cheat, I believe. ETC.

	I think we already have all the informations that we need, we just have to encorage each other to do the right things.

	I think, although students hate to hear it repeated, that cheating should be discussed more in individual classes.

	This is the first that I have heard acadmeic integrity seriously talked about (other than plagiarism in my ENGL 101 & 102 classes) in the 3 years that I have been attending Southern. As a whole this has just not been a topic that anyone has discussed so it's really hard to answer several of the questions that have been asked.

	Upon coming to Southern, I was appaled at the acceptance of academic dishonesty among the students. While cheating is grounds for dismissal at many universities, it seems to be a light matter among the student body at Southern.

The way things are set up now it does not promote good work ethics but desperation instead which leads to cheating Also ASL should be twice a week with a lab - use two different teachers to broaden the learning curve and exp. - If any other language was taught this way no student would learn it
