You must score a minimum of 14/20 on your journal and reflection paper and 70/100 on your evaluation.  The following questions need to be answered in depth:

2. What have you learned about your community?
3. What impact did you have on the community?
4. Is there something more you could have done to contribute to the solution?
5. What values, opinions, beliefs have changed?
Further Application/Study:
6. How did this service experience affect your personal relationship with Christ?
7. What was the most important lesson learned?
8. How have you been challenged?
9. What was effective?  What areas of the service project need improvement? 
10. Do you plan on continuing to serve at this location?  Why or why not?
11. If you were leading this service activity, how might you have done things differently?  Why?
12. How did your academic knowledge better prepare you to serve in this capacity?  Which courses?
13. How did this experience contribute to your understanding of the course material?
14. How did this experience better prepare you to serve in the future?
