CONSTITUTION OF THE
NORTH AMERICAN DIVISION CAMPUS CHAPLAINS’ COUNCIL

ARTICLE 1

NAME

1.1 Name	The name of this organization shall be the North American Division Campus Chaplain’s Council (hereafter referred to as “NADCCC”).

ARTICLE 2

MEMBERSHIP

2.1 Membership	The members of NADCCC shall be those assigned to serve in chaplaincy roles for accredited Seventh-day Adventist Colleges and Universities within the territory of the North American Division

ARTICLE 3

PURPOSE

3.1 Purpose	The purpose of NADCCC shall be to:

A. Promote an organization for professional development, support and fellowship among chaplains of SDA Colleges and Universities in the North American Division.
B. Provide an official advisory forum for the General Conference offices of Adventist Chaplaincy Ministries and Adventist Volunteer Services, the North American Division Offices of Youth and Young Adult Ministries, YouthNet, Health/Temperance Ministries and other departments which address issues of interest and concern to NADCCC Chaplains and their respective ministries.
C. Produce an annual Campus Ministries Convention to develop leadership abilities and skill for campus ministry officers in areas of on and off campus programming, discipleship ministries, health ministries and student missions.

ARTICLE 4

OFFICERS AND EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

4.1 Officers	The elected officers of the NADCCC shall be:
	A.	The Chairperson

B. The Vice-chairperson
C. The Secretary

4.2 Executive Committee	Elected officers shall serve as the Executive Committee

4.3 Duties

A. The duties of the Chairperson shall be:
1. Preside as chair of the NADCCC advisories, meetings, phone conferences, advisories and sessions of the NADCCC Executive Committee.
2. Coordinate all policies and procedures of NADCCC
3. Represent the NADCCC in an official capacity and serve as the NADCCC liaison to the General Conference and North American Division
4. Work with the designated Campus Ministries Convention facilitating chaplain to plan for the annual Campus Ministries’ Convention
5. Develop agendas and make arrangements for all meetings in consultation with NADCCC members
B. The duties of the Vice Chairperson shall be:
1. Preside at meetings in the absence of the chairperson and carry such duties as shall be delegated by the chairperson
2. Assume the duties of the chairperson in the event of a vacancy in that office.
C. The duties of the Secretary shall be:
1. Record and present minutes of all NADCCC meetings
2. Prepare and present updated directories of member chaplains’ addresses, telephone/fax numbers, email addresses for distribution to NADCCC members and others as approved by the chairperson.

ARTICLE 5

ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND TERM OF SERVICE

5.1 The Election of officers shall transpire as follows:

A. Nominations for each elected position shall occur at a duly called meetings of the NADCCC. This usually occurs just before or after the annual Campus Ministries’ Convention
B. Nominations may be submitted by an NADCCC member
C. A quorum for regular elections shall be more than fifty percent of the NADCCC member institutions present at a duly called meeting.

ARTICLE 6

TERMS OF SERVICE FOR OFFICERS

6.1	The Term of Service for all regularly elected officers shall be from the end of the NADCCC annual meeting until the end of the following year’s NADCCC annual meeting. A member may not be elected to the same office for more than three consecutive terms.
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
